This month’s Did You Know discusses “Unscented or Fragrance-Free” sites

Q—What does Unscented or Fragrance-Free have to do with Stuart Baker Elementary School?

A -Trillium Lakelands District School Board sites are “Unscented and Fragrance-Free” workplaces. The use of
scented products for both personal hygiene and cleaning has become a major concern for many of our stu-
dents and staff. What this means is that we all need to seriously think about who we share our spaces with
and how our habits may affect their health and well-being.

Q—So, what does that mean?
